Imagine having stones, cinder block, brick, and sand and all the labor you put into 

bringing it to a piece of land. Now imagine spending hours and days, weeks and months 

putting all the pieces together. What would you have? An unstructured wobbly pile of 

materials that won’t hold together. You need cement to keep it all together. And that is what 

love is. The cement of a godly home.  

Love originates in God and we see that in 1 John 4:8, “He who does not love does 

not know God, for God is love.” Our God’s nature is love. He is infinite and his love is 

endless. Matthew 22:34-36 states, “But when the Pharisees heard that He had silenced the 

Sadducees, they gathered together. Then one of them, a lawyer, asked Him a question, testing 

Him, and saying, “Teacher, which is the great commandment in the law?” Jesus said to him, 

‘You shall love the Lord your God with all your heart, with all your soul, and with all your 

mind.’ This is the first and great commandment. And the second is like it: ‘You shall love 

your neighbor as yourself.’ On these two commandments hang all the Law and the Prophets.” 

1st Corinthians 13:4-7 tells us what the attributes of love are, and what it is made of. 

“Love suffers long and is kind; love does not envy; love does not parade itself, is not puffed 

up; does not behave rudely, does not seek its own, is not provoked, thinks no evil; does not 

rejoice in iniquity, but rejoices in the truth; bears all things, believes all things, hopes all 

things, endures all things.” 

God clearly puts great emphasis on the importance of love and lays it out for us. 

Love is mentioned 541 times in this manual for our life. Love doesn’t just apply to the people 

we like and enjoy being around, it extends to the ones that are harder to love. Love requires 

action and is selfless and should be our first reaction to any actions that may be taken against 

us as well.  

We can have all the right tools and the best materials but if you don’t hold them 

together with love it will all fall apart. 1 Corinthians 13:1-3, “Though I speak with the 

tongues of men and of angels, but have not love, I have 

become sounding brass or a clanging cymbal. And 

though I have the gift of prophecy, and understand all 

mysteries and all knowledge, and though I have all 

faith, so that I could remove mountains, but have not 

love, I am nothing. And though I bestow all my goods 

to feed the poor, and though I give my body to be 

burned, but have not love, it profits me nothing.” Your 

nature will start being closer to God’s full and 

everlasting love and your home will be stronger than 

ever.
