Guidelines for Complaining 
 

 Before a complaint leaves my lips, I will be blessed to ask myself the 

following questions. 

 

Why am I about to complain? Negative possibilities abound. Is my 

complaint based in selfishness, in wanting my own way (Philippians 2:3)? Is it based 

in pride (Proverbs 3:34)? Are unrealistic expectations the source of this complaint? 

Am I judging others by a higher standard than I judged myself (Matthew 7:1-5)? Has 

complaining become habitual behavior with me? 

 

 Biblically speaking, all complaints are not equal (Psalm 142, Micah 6:2). 

There are some legitimate reasons for using words that could be perceived as 

complaining. Do I see a sin that’s endangering a soul (Galatians 2:11-13, Revelation 

3:4, 14, 20)? Do I see an oversight that needs correcting (Acts 6)? Do I see an 

opportunity for growth that’s being neglected 

(Hebrews 5:12-14)? 

 

 Am I complaining to the right person? 

Am I obeying the commands of Matthew 18:15-

17? Or, am I complaining to the first available 

person? In practical terms, am I complaining to 

someone who is capable of addressing this issue 

or need? 

 

  How am I going to complain? With what attitude will I be speaking? Will I 

speak destructively in ways that damage faith and endanger souls (Ephesians 4:29-

32)? Or, will I be speaking helpfully because the situation needs to be better, because 

I can help someone grow, or because I can prevent a greater problem by taking timely 

action (Galatians 6:1-2, Jude 22-23)? 

  

 What am I doing in addition to complaining? Am I also praying, asking 

God to help (Luke 18:1-8, 1 Thessalonians 5:16-18)? Am I also exploring ways that I 

can act to improve the situation? Am I enlisting the help of others, particularly those 

whose wisdom I admire (Proverbs 1:1-7)?
