How Do You Bear Persecution? 
  

Jesus began The Sermon on the Mount with what are called the Beatitudes 

(Matthew 5:1-12). He was teaching His disciples the kind of life they should live to 

be blessed demonstrated by the beatitudes a truly happy like results from living 

righteously. The rest of the sermon teaches us how to incorporate the principles of the 

Beatitudes into all areas of our lives. 

The eighth Beatitude reads, “Blessed are those who are persecuted for 

righteousness’ sake, for theirs is the kingdom of heaven.” (v. 10) Jesus went on to tell 

us that we should “rejoice and be exceedingly glad” if we are being persecuted for 

living a righteous life. (v.12) It is not those who are being persecuted for any reason 

who are blessed, but those who endure persecution for righteousness’ sake. (1 Peter 

4:12-16) In our country at this time Christians are not being subjected to the kind of 

persecutions that people in other nations are enduring. Let us hope and pray that 

never happens here.  

However, we live among people who do not share our Christian world view, 

and whose lives are diametrically opposed to righteousness. The rule is, “All who 

desire to live godly in Christ Jesus will suffer persecution.” (2 Timothy 3:12) A 

person who is not a sincere obedient Christian has no fear of persecution. Such 

people are more concerned with being comfortable in their faith rather than truly 

honoring God and our Lord Jesus. There is a tolerance for any kind of religion except 

for genuine Biblical Christianity. Regrettably this is the reason why some churches 

are growing and others are not growing. Some growing churches go out of their way 

to make people feel good about how they are Living regardless of how the live. 

In this Beatitude, Jesus is telling us to feel good even when we are being 

persecuted for living righteously. When He said to “Rejoice and be exceedingly 

glad…” this is the only explicit command He gives in this sermon. (v.12) He does not 

tell us to merely “grin and bear it,” but remind us of the reason for rejoicing. It does 

not contain a curse but a blessing for those who obey it. When Jesus followers 

faithfully endure persecution for living a godly life, they take their place beside the 

Old Testament prophets. They served and honored God in spite of being abused and 

rejected by the people they sought to teach. (Matthew 23:31-37; Hebrews 11:32-38; 

James 5:10-11) They will be rewarded for their faithfulness. Our ultimate reward will 

be our eternal home in heaven, but not all our rewards are future. (Matthew 10:29-30) 

When we live for Christ, we can have abundant life and all spiritual blessings now in Him. (John 10:19; Ephesians 

1:3).
